Distinctions: as God created, He established distinctions within the created order. 
• “God separated the light from the darkness.” Genesis 1:2 
• “God made the expanse and separated the waters that were under the expanse from the waters 

that were above the expanse.” Genesis 1:7 
• “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together into one place, and let the dry land 

appear.” Genesis 1:9 
• “Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to separate the day from the night. And let them 

be for signs and for seasons, and for days and years.” Genesis 1:14 
• God commanded that living things grow and reproduce “according to their kind” in Genesis 1:11, 

12, 21, 24, and 25. 
• In Genesis 1:26, God gave humans dominion over the rest of the created order.
